August 7 is Purple Heart Day 
 

     The Purple Heart is a United States military 

decoration awarded in the name of the President to those 

who have been wounded or killed while serving on or after 

April 5, 1917 with the U.S. military. The National Purple 

Heart Hall of Honor is located in New Windsor, New 

York. With its forerunner, the Badge of Military Merit, 

which took the form of a heart made of purple cloth, the 

Purple Heart is the oldest award that is still given to 

members of the U.S. military, the only earlier award being 

the obsolete Fidelity Medallion.  

     The original Purple Heart, designated as the Badge of 

Military Merit, was established by George Washingtonð

then the commander-in-chief of the Continental Armyðby 

order from his Newburgh, New York headquarters on 

August 7, 1782. The Badge of Military Merit was only 

awarded to three Revolutionary War soldiers and from 

then on as its legend grew, so did its appearance. Although never abolished, the 

award of the badge was not proposed again officially until after World War I  

 

     Sections of I-35 are designated as

GIVING WITH YOUR IRA 

TO YOUR CHURCH OR FAVORITE 

CHARITY! 
Have you ever wished you could stretch your 

charitable dollars a little farther or find a way to do 

more for the causes you love? For individuals who 

are 70 İ and have a traditional IRA, Congress has 

again opened a window of opportunity during 2011 to allow this wish 

to come true.  
 

Building on the success of the IRA charitable rollover legislation 

introduced in 2006, the law allows persons who are at least 70 İ to 

request their IRA administrator make distributions directly from the 

IRA to a qualified 501(c) (3) charitable organization.     
 

This distribution can be counted as part of the Required Minimum 

Distribution (RMD).  It will not be counted as a taxable distribution 

and can be up to $100,000 in 2011.  Distributions cannot be counted 

as a charitable contribution deduction, but it does reduce the value of 

the IRA so that future RMDs are less; therefore, future income taxes 

are reduced. 
 

In some states, making charitable gifts through an IRA will save state 

taxes, since this income will not be included in the Adjusted Gross 

Income (AGI).  The combined impact of saving state, local and 

federal taxes is most dramatic for non-itemizers, who are now able to 

give tax-free dollars to charity ï stretching their dollars by 25, 30, or 

even 35 percent! This opportunity can allow people to give more to 

charity at the same or reduced ñout-of-pocket costò to them. 
 

Persons might consider fulfilling their normal support of the church 

or charityôs operating budget with a gift from an IRA, or use this 

opportunity to stretch a gift to support  a special campaign or project.  
 

For persons over 70 İ, or will be before December 31, 2011, contact 

the IRA administrator or church or charity for more information.  

What a great opportunity to help charitable causes in the months 

ahead!

     Reading certificates were given 
out to 13 members of the DWF 
group on Wednesday, July 13, 
2011.  There were 34 readers this 
last year.  480 books were read; 
463 by women, four books by two 
men, and 13 books by two children.  
The top reader was Joan Shumate 
who read 101 books, followed by 

Mary Schaefer who read 95 books, and Jeanice Miller who 
read 85 books. 
     We had nine readers receiving the superior reading 
certificate reading 22 or more books, three readers reading 
12 or more books getting the qualified reading certificate 
and one reader getting the participating certificate by 
reading at least six books.  We had 17 women who read 
one or two books. 
     We have added 94 new books to the library this year.  
17 are memorials and 77 
were donated.  We appreciate 
all of those who have given 
books to our library this past 
year.  4,915 books are the 
total books in the library at 
this time. 
     We are happy so many of 
our members use the church 
library.
